Be aware of and follow all Three Trails Camp policies and procedures.

Attend all staff and camp meetings.

Speaking, hearing and vision ability, and excellent manual dexterity to be able to perform food prep duties.
Lifting, pulling, and pushing of materials up to 15 pounds to be able to perform stocking and food prep.

Standing up to 6-8 hours per day.
Travel: Not required
Driving: Driving not required, but preferred. Staff with a valid license from the state of residence will apply for
approval through The Salvation Army Fleet Safety Program. If approved, the candidate might be asked to drive

either a Salvation Army or personal vehicle on Salvation Army business.

Working Conditions: Work is performed in the camp dining hall and does include weekdays and weekends
based on the summer camp and divisional schedule.
